GENERAL  ARRANGEMENTS 

The Conference is meeting in the Austria Center Vienna (ACV), Bruno Kreisky Platz 1, 1220 Vienna, 
which is located next to the Vienna International Centre (VIC).  The telephone number is 212 44 00. 

The starting times of each meeting will be announced in the Journal.  Delegates are requested to be in 
their places by those times to allow meetings to start punctually.  Evening meetings will be announced 
during the session if they become necessary.

FORMALITIES ON ARRIVAL
