The Conference, under item 1 of the provisional agenda, “Election of officers
and appointment of the General Committee”, elected by acclamation His
Excellency Mr Josef Ronaky, Director General of the Hungarian Atomic
Energy Authority, as President of the General Conference at its forty-eight
regular session.
