Statements were made by the delegates of Bulgaria, The 
Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, United Kingdom of Great Britain 
and Northern Ireland, Austria, Libyan Arab Jamahiriya, Bolivia, Philippines, 
Norway, Germany, Armenia, France and Republic of Korea. A statement was 
made by the Secretary of the Brazilian–Argentine Agency for Accounting and 
Control of Nuclear Materials (ABACC).

The Committee elected Ambassador Stokes of Australia and Ambassador 
Nemethy of the Slovak Republic as Vice-Chairpersons of the Committee of 
the Whole. 

The Committee agreed to take the items referred to it, as far as possible, in the 
order in which they appear in document GC(48)/COM.5/1. 

The Committee also agreed to continue the practice, successfully implemented 
in recent years, of clustering to the extent practicable, the draft resolutions 
submitted to the Plenary by the Committee of the Whole, along the lines of the 
main pillars of the Agency’s work. 

The Committee agreed to recommend the following to the Conference for 
adoption: 

- under agenda item 9, the draft resolution on page Roman I of document 
GC(48)/9 entitled “The Agency’s Accounts for 2003”; 

- under agenda item 10, “The Agency’s Budget for 2004 — supplementary 
appropriation”, the draft resolution contained in the Annex to document 
GC(48)/16, entitled “Supplementary Budget Appropriation for 2004”; 

- under agenda item 11, “The Agency’s Budget for 2005”, draft resolution 
A on “Regular Budget Appropriations for 2005”, draft resolution C on 
“The Working Capital Fund in 2005”, both contained in the Annex to 
document GC(48)/2 entitled “The Agency’s Budget Update for 2005”; and 
draft resolution B, on “Technical Cooperation Fund Allocation for 2005”, 
contained in document GC(48)/2/Mod.1; 

- under agenda item 12, the draft resolution on page 3 of document 
GC(48)/10 entitled “Scale of assessment of Members’ contributions for 
2005”; and 

- under agenda item 16, draft resolution GC(48)/COM.5/L.3. on 
“Strengthening the Agency’s activities related to nuclear science, 
technology and applications”. 

The Committee took up preliminary discussion on the following agenda items: 
item 15, for which the draft resolution GC(48)/COM.5/L.1 on “Strengthening 
the Agency’s Technical Cooperation Activities” is tabled; and  
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 - item 16, for which draft resolution GC(48)/COM.5/L.2 entitled “Support 
to the African Union’s Pan African Tsetse and Trypanosomosis 
Eradication Campaign (AU-PATTEC)”, had been tabled. 

It agreed to defer discussion on these draft resolutions to allow for further 
consultations among Member States. 

Plenary 
4th meeting 

The Conference resumed consideration of item 7 of the agenda, “General 
debate and Annual Report for 2003”. Statements were made by the delegates 
of Botswana, Egypt, Poland, Kuwait, Serbia and Montenegro, New Zealand, 
Lithuania, Croatia, Azerbaijan, Guatemala, Switzerland, Peru, Kenya, 
Hungary, Sweden, Thailand, and Bangladesh. A statement was made by a 
representative of the European Commission.

The Committee resumed discussion in the afternoon on agenda item 16, and 
agreed to recommend to the Conference for adoption draft resolutions: 

- GC(48)/COM.5/L.2 entitled “Support to the African Union’s Pan African 
Tsetse and Trypanosomosis Eradication Campaign (AU-PATTEC)”; 

- GC(48)/COM.5/L.6 entitled, “Programme of Action for Cancer Therapy”; 
and 

- GC(48)/COM.5/L.8 on “Nuclear Knowledge”. 

Also under agenda item 16, the Committee took up draft resolution 
GC(48)/COM.5/L.4, “Development of the Sterile Insect Technique for the 
Control or Eradication of Malaria-Transmitting Mosquitoes”, but after 
extensive deliberations, suspended discussion to allow for consideration of 
amendments proposed by several delegations. 

Under agenda item 13, “Measures to Strengthen International Cooperation in 
Nuclear, Radiation and Transport Safety and Waste Management”, after the 
introduction of draft resolution GC(48)/COM.5/L.7 on “Education and 
Training”, the Committee agreed with proposals from the floor that 
consultations among the sponsors of GC(48)/COM.5/L.5 and L.7 take place to 
consider combining L.7 with chapter 7 of L.5. 

Thereafter, the meeting was adjourned.
