Risk and environmental impact assessments for the
decommissioning of radicisotope thermoelectric
generators (RTGs) in Northwest Russia

All 180 RTGs in Northwest Russia have now been removed and secured as a consequence
of MNorwegian-Russian cooperation and funding from MNorway. The removal and safe
disposal of RTGs and their replacement with solar panel technology in Northwest Russia
is a priority area under the Norwegian Nuclear Action Plan. Norwegian cooperation and
funding requires Risk and Environmental Impact Assessments during the planning
phase. The role of the Norwegian Radiation Protection Authority (NRPA) is to perform a
review and quality assurance of such assessments.
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
