1) What are the main on-going projects or activities in your country in any of the following areas?
· RW pre-disposal:

The CNESTEN is the organism responsible, by law n°17-83(promulgated in 1986) 

 for the management of radioactive waste at national level

    Morocco has built an installation to manage radioactive waste by evaporation for     radioactive aqueous liquid wastes and by compaction for radioactive solid wastes   
· RW disposal:

Currently Morocco don’t have any policy in this field, but through CNESTEN, Morocco follow the research taken on the borehole concept under AFRA project

· Decommissioning

Morocco has not any an on-going project or activities in Decommissioning. But the legislator requests, in the decree related to the authorization and inspection of nuclear installations promulgated in 1994, the submission of safety analysis report before giving the authorization for decommissioning  

During the decommissioning, the owner of the nuclear installation is responsible of 
· Radiological protection 

· Management of the installation

· The management of radioactive wastes and radioactive products

· Physical protection of the installation

· Environmental Remediation and NORM management:

· Morocco has not any project to remediate environmentally a contaminated site because there is no decommissioning. But environmental remediation is requested when the owner of any nuclear installation ask for the authorization for decommissioning 
· Morocco hasn’t any policy or regulation to manage NORM waste 
· Management of Disused Radioactive Sources:

· Morocco, through CNESTEN has a project to condition all gamma radioactive sources stored in CNESTEN, about 60 sources
· The neutron sources will be sent to USA under an AFRA programme or conditioned with the assistance of the IAEA 
· The sources with high activities are returned to the supplier

2) What are the main issues or challenges that your organization is facing in each of the following area:

· RW pre-disposal:

 The CNESTEN can’t treat:

· Radioactive Biological waste contaminated with long lived radioisotope and infected radioactive waste 
· Currently CNESTEN has adopted the solidification of organic radioactive wastes using an adsorbent because the amount collected is small 0.1 m3 per year,  but when the quantity is important the only way is the incineration which we don’t have 
· The discharge of treated aqueous waste  because of the refuse of the public living near the point of the discharge (Sbou river)
· RW disposal:

To have a national policy to dispose of radioactive waste and regulation
· Decommissioning

To have a regulation in this field 
· Management of Disused Radioactive Sources:

      The conditioning of Sealed High Active Radiation Sources (SHARS) one sources in hospital Ibn Rochd, radium sources and neutron sources (19 sources )
