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1. Purposes of the Conference 
 

• making of community of young professionals who can develop and popularize 
competitive and safe nuclear technologies in conditions of international 
cooperation; 

• development and support of scientific and creative powers of youth; 

• stimulation of the youth activity in nuclear sector; 

• familiarization of youth with the progress of nuclear science and engineering, 
extending of student’s knowledge about nuclear technology and corresponding 
issues of safety; social, economic and legal aspects of use of nuclear energy; 

• maintaining of generation succession in the nuclear sector and passing of 
knowledge from one generation of specialists to another; 

• development of student’s skills of research work results presentation; 

• encouragement of the best students of nuclear universities; 

• development of international cooperation of youth with main partners of 
Russia; 

• sizing up and presentation of operation plans of youth organizations. 
 

2. Features of the Conference 
 
Traditionally the Conference is held during winter student’s holidays in the State 
Educational Center (SEC) of Rosatom, Saint-Petersburg. Participants of the 
Conference are: 

• students and post-graduate students of institutes of Moscow, Saint-Petersburg 
and “nuclear” towns of Russia; 

• young specialists of Rosatom’s enterprises and plants; 

• foreign participants. 
The Conference trains specialists for nuclear industry and promotes to discover and 
to support talented youth to realize its potential in nuclear power, industry and 
analogous sectors. Many participants of the Conference have become post-graduate 
students and teachers of institutes or specialists of leading plants and enterprises of 
nuclear sector.  
All reports pass an examination by the Conference Program Committee. Participants 
with the best reports get a financial support from Rosatom and Center for Non-
Proliferation Studies MIIS to participate in the Conference.  
On the base of opinion of expert commissions summaries are selected for publication 
in the collected summaries. 



All speakers get certifications of the Conference participant. The best participants get 
memorable prizes vested by Rosatom, concern “TVEL”, concern “TENEX” and 
Economic Analytical Institute of MEPhI. 
Besides conference sections it is organized several activities that are very important 
from education, scientific and practical points of view. 
 

3. Activities of the Conference 
 
The Plenary Session is the first point in the scientific program of the Conference. 
Speakers at the Plenary Session were famous scientists, heads of the nuclear sector 
and foreign visitors such as: academition Zhores I. Alferov, Peter G. Shchedrovitsky 
(Rosatom), Alla I. Arkhangelskaya (Rosenergoatom), Victor M. Murogov (IAEA), 
Andre Maisseu (France), Charlz Harmon (USA) and others.  
Wide subjects of the Conference allow to show a strong connection of physical, 
technological, legal, political, social and economic aspects of development of nuclear 
sector. 
The Conference program includes subject sessions corresponding to actual issues of 
nuclear power and nuclear technologies: 

• Economics of Nuclear Sector and Resources; 

• Safety of Nuclear Reactors and Facilities; 

• The Nuclear Sector and Ecology; 

• Prospective Applications of Nuclear Technology; 

• Youth and Employment in Nuclear Sector; 

• Nuclear Non-proliferation. 
 
Technical tours and excursions will be organized for participants: oversight 
excursion around Saint-Petersburg, visiting of the Leningradskaya NPP, Nuclear 
ReAdmiralty and Frunze Naval Academy, Institute of Mines, the Hermitage and 
Russian Museum… 
Olympiad (intellectual competition) will cover following subjects: physics, 
chemistry, economics, ecology, literature, history and electrical engineering. Tasks 
developed by representatives of several institutes will be grouped to tests, questions 
and problem. Each right answer gives defined mark number. Winners of Olympiad 
will be defined on the base of the total sum. 
Master-class “Modern approach to presentation preparation and presentation 
of scientific work results”. Experienced participants of the Conference will acquaint 
colleagues with regulations and features of presentation preparation and materials 
presentation. Representatives of the expert committee will tell about criteria of 
assessment and selection of reports for the Conference.  



The Newspaper Competition will let participants of the Conference to acquaint with 
several printings of institutes of higher education of the nuclear sector. During the 
Competition several work meetings will be organized. These meetings will be 
dedicated to experience exchange and making of criteria of institute printing quality. 
Also there will be organized a seminar about issues information presentation with 
help of Internet and a master-class of “Atomnaya Strategiya” magazine. 
Participants of the Conference and winners of Olympiad will be awarded during 
Conference closing.

Russian and English will be working languages of the Session. Simultaneous or 
consecutive interpretation will be provided.
