The Israeli minister Areal Sharon said, "In the long run, I see danger in the Iraqi-

Jordanian-Egyptian cooperation. Iraq, we should remember, is one of the extremist Arab

States and is the most hostile to the state of Israel, and has participated in all wars 

against Israel- in the war of independance, in the six-day war in Yum Kappur war, even 

though it does not share any border with Israel. Iraq is a state which has recently

improved its weapons and was on the verge of producing an atomic weapon". Sharon 

also said, "We are prepared to attack any atomic reactor that Iraq will build in the 

future.

We should remember that Iraq is acquiring today military assistance from both

East and West. One day, after the war with Iran has ended, we shall be facing a new 

enemy which is dangerous, vicious, and blood-thirsty and which has gained practice and 

experience from its war with Iran. With this, Iraq has become too dangerous for us, and 

I should not be in a haste to lable it as one of the moderate Arab States".
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
